Enter the amount, of any gain from the sale of personal property (not business property).

Enter one-half (1/2) of the amount of any gain from the sale of real property located in the CNMI that was not used in the course of carrying a business. Exclude any gain from the
sale of real property to the CNMI Government for public purpose.

If you file and pay your tax after the deadline*, the following penalty shall apply:

Failure to file return on time. Except when an extension is granted, a penalty of (5%) of the tax (line 10 , PART B and line 9, PART C) shall be added for every month or fraction
thereof elapsing between the due date of this return and the date it is actually filed, not exceeding (25%) in the aggregate. Enter the penalty on this line.

Monthly penalty upon taxes. For taxes (line 10 , PART B and line 9, PART C) which are not paid when due, a penalty of (0.5%) of the tax shall be added to the amount due if the
period of nonpayment is not more than one month, with an additional (0.5%) for each additional month or fraction thereof during which nonpayment continues.

If you pay the tax due after the deadline*, there is an interest charge at the prevailing rate of the amount due (line 10, PART B and line 9, PART C) and penalty charges (lines 1a and
1b of this part) from the date the tax is due until it is actually paid. Enter the total interest charge on this line.
